Purchase Price and Terms

PURCHASE AGREEMENT FOR A COMPANION PET

Payment:

Payment by cash, cashier’s check or money order.  Received________________
Pet Quality:  Pet Quality is defined as a puppy/dog that has a disqualifying fault or other shortcoming that precludes showing and/or breeding.  Said fault will not prevent the puppy/dog from living an otherwise normal and healthy life.  The puppy/dog is sold as Pet Quality, as determined by the Seller.
Purchase Price:

The purchase price of the puppy/dog will be $_______.  Shipping charges, crate, health certificate and travel are additional.
1. This Pomeranian is being placed as a companion and shall never be bred.

2. Buyer may never sell, give away or in any other manner allow this Pomeranian to reside with anyone other than Buyer unless written approval is secured from the seller approving the new placement.  Should, for any reason, Buyer be unable to keep or care for this Pomeranian, Buyer is to return this Pomeranian to Seller.  (Seller will be kept aware of “residence” of this pup throughout this animal’s life.  Seller will take this Pomeranian back into their home if it is in need of a home at any time throughout its life.  See below – do you want to have to send $ to “rescue” one of your kids?)
3. ALTERNATE APPROACH - If Buyer at anytime is unable or unwilling to keep this Pomeranian, Seller shall be contacted first and given “the first right of refusal” for an amount which shall not exceed the original purchase price depending on the age and condition of the animal (or 50% of the original purchase price – you decide what you want, but also put the amount in this paragraph if you choose something other than the original price).  Furthermore, it is agreed that this Pomeranian is never to be sold or otherwise “placed” without contacting Seller.  Seller will be kept aware of “residence” of this Pomeranian throughout his/her life.  Seller will take this Pomeranian back into their home if it is in need of a home at anytime throughout its life.
4. The purchase price will be refunded without question when this Pomeranian is returned, in good health and with all ownership papers, within 14 days of purchase (You may want to leave this out, but it can be an added protection for your kids from a buyer who turns out to be “iffy”…you can add it to some contracts as needed)

5. As a critical part of this agreement  Buyer warrants that it will provide for this Pomeranian:

a. proper and nutritious food and appropriate amounts of water

b. safe and comfortable housing, including a fenced area (not “Invisible or wireless” for adequate exercise, 

c. responsible veterinary care.

6. If this Pomeranian has not been spayed or neutered prior to placement, Buyer understands that Seller will not provide American Kennel Club (AKC) registration papers to Buyer until Seller has received written notification from a licensed veterinarian that this Pomeranian has been spayed or neutered.  Once notification is received papers will be forwarded within 30 days. 
7. Seller states that to the best of its (if it’s the business HMP, or you can say their) knowledge this Pomeranian is in good health.   Seller does, however, encourage a “well puppy” check by the Buyer’s veterinarian as soon as possible.  Be sure to take a fecal specimen and a copy of vaccination schedule to your veterinarian.

Health Guarantee
1. Buyer should take the puppy to a Veterinarian of its choosing within three days of purchase.   Buyer may return the puppy for any reason for the entire purchase price within 14 days of purchase.  (Consider this, if you like)
2. Seller provides a six-month (one year?) health guarantee against any proven congenital health condition.  If such a problem arises it must be verified by a Veterinarian’s written and signed statement.  Seller is to be notified within 24 hours of diagnosis; dog is to be returned to Seller and written statement by Veterinarian is to be surrendered to Seller.  The Pomeranian will then be examined by Seller’s Veterinarian at no cost to Buyer to verify diagnosis.  If verified, Seller agrees to replace the Pomeranian with one of the same sex and of comparable quality and color, when Seller has such a Pomeranian available for placement.  The affected Pomeranian must be returned to Seller with all papers signed over to the Seller.  All veterinary expenses incurred by the Buyer shall be Buyer’s responsibility.  Seller will not reimburse Buyer for any veterinary expenses incurred while the dog is in Buyer’s care.
3. If Buyer does not contact Seller regarding any health problems within 24 hours of diagnosis, Seller will assume no responsibility and this guarantee is null and void.
4. Buyer acknowledges and is aware that all toy dogs, as well as Pomeranians, may be susceptible to patella (knee) problems.  In order to minimize the potential for damage to patelllas, Buyer should not allow any Pomeranian to jump onto slick or slippery surfaces or off of high furniture.  Further, Buyer has educated him/herself about the potential for Alopecia in Pomeranians and is aware that such a condition does not seem to affect the health or life span of the animal.

5. This is a contractual agreement and failure to comply may result in Seller seeking legal assistance in regaining physical ownership of this Pomeranian or any other matter addressed by this Agreement.  Further, Buyer accepts all legal and any other expenses, both for the Seller and the Buyer, should it become necessary to enforce this contract through legal means.

6. Any legal action is to be conducted in the county and state where Seller resides.

This constitutes the entire agreement between the parties.
